4, The Framework Agreements to be concluded will be Multi-Supplier.

5. The selection of a FA Supplier to be awarded a Call-off Contract will be done through a Second-
ary Procurement process as defined in Framework Agreement. However, the conclusion of a
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Framework Agreement shall notimpose any obligation on the Procuring Agency, including par-
ticipating Purchasers, to purchase Goods under a Call-off Contract. The conclusion Framework
Agreement does not guarantee that a FA Supplier will be awarded a Call-off Contract.

6. Bidding will be conducted through International Competitive Procurement using a Request for
Bids (RFE) as specified in the World Bank's “Procurement Regulations for IPF Borrowers" No-
vember 2020 ("Procurement Regulations”) and is open to all eligible Bidders as defined in the
Procurement Regulations.

7. Bidders may submit Bids for one or more lots.

8. The Framewark Agreements shall be concluded for a Term of three years from the commence-
ment date stated in the Framework Agreement. At the discretion of the Purchaser, the initial
term may bhe extended by a maximum of two additional years.

9, The Primary Procurement shall establish a Closed Framework Agreement(s].
